folders: Preface, Initiating, Planning, Executing, and Closing. Each
folder has four components - Teacher Guide, Student Project Plan,
Slide Deck, and an Appendix with additional resources and
activities.

• The Preface folder contains an introduction to the toolkit,
background information on project management, and assessment
tools.

3. Once the PMIEF Toolkit is downloaded, read both the Teacher Guides
and PowerPoint slide decks in the Initiating and Planning phase folders.
In addition, review the student project plan templates and the student
roles sheet.
